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Q Shelter believes in working collaboratively to 
solve persistent challenges like homelessness. 

We are confident that Q Shelter played a substantial role 
in defining and amplifying pragmatic solutions, forward-
thinking policy and appropriate investment mandates. 
We are collaborating with community and private sector 
peak organisations to progress high-impact projects. 
The level of convergence of opinion about solutions  
is encouraging. 

Across our organisations, we agree on so much. This 
is reflected in the contributions to the Queensland 
Housing Summit and across many other engagement 
platforms to progress important reforms impacting 
homelessness responses and housing supply.

During 2022-2023, we continued providing backbone 
support to the Service Integration program across ten 
priority regions in Queensland to help achieve integrated 
housing and support plans. We saw a significant increase 
in service participation from outside of the housing and 
homelessness sector, demonstrating the increasing 
breadth of services participating in the Program.
